Install the Ohlins steering damper in the
original brackets.

Use the screw (05404-07), sleeve (02239-04)
and spacer (02238-12) for the end eye bracket
on the handle bar.

Use the original screw, sleeve (02239-04) and
the teflon spacer (02259-01) for the frame
bracket. Install the teflon spacer between the
Ohlins bracket and the sleeve. See figure.

Fasten the brake fluid container hose with

the tie-rap provided in the kit according to the
figure. The hose must not rub against anything
between the brake fluid container and the
master cylinder since this can cause wear on
the hose when the steering damper moves.

¥ Caution!

Make sure that there is no clearance problem
when you turn to the left and right end
positions. Make sure that the steering damper
is not used as a stop.

Make sure that you tighten all screws to the
correct torque and that nothing fouls or restricts
movement of the shock absorber/front fork/
steering damper when the suspension is fully
compressed or extended.
